We are not a 
campaigning organisation, more a forum to explore 
issues and offer mutual support to other members 
involved in the system in whatever way, especially 
those who experience a conßict between their 
Quaker ethos and the accepted professional mores 
and attitude of the agencies for which they work. 

Who is Quakers in 
Criminal Justice for? 

QICJ is for Friends and Attenders working/
volunteering in any area of the criminal justice 
system. Members come from a wide range of 
backgrounds, including prison and probation staff, 
AVP facilitators, Magistrates, Quaker Prison 
Chaplains, legal professionals, prison visitors and 
befrienders, volunteers from may other areas of 
criminal justice related work and those who 
previously worked in these activities. We also 
welcome prisoners and ex-prisoners/ex-offenders 
and anyone with concern about the criminal justice 
system.
